 It is mandatory to follow this process to the letter. If you don’t;
  Theirs an extreme possibility that you will cause near irreversible psychological problems to this newly adopted two year old feathered child. 

 Remember that this bird has the mental capacity of a two or three year old human child and is hypersensitive to your every move during its first 90 days of your bird husbandry. So it’s mandatory to NOT BETRAY HIS/HER NEW FOUND TRUST.

 Be gentle, walk slowly. And approach slowly with a calm voice.

· Give it preferential treatment before any other animal in the house. 

· Over spoil & over protect it during its first week. BUT DO NOT give the bird positive reinforcement for any negative actions. Exniore the obvious negative behavior! Wait 10-15 minutes then give the bird extra praise when he or she is quite. Get mad at the training towel, not the bird.

· The first 3 days mandatory the bird MUST ! STAY IN ITS CAGE ONLY THE MAIN CARE PROVIDER MUST BE THE ONE TO OPEN THE DOORS TO FEED. * DO THIS QUICKLY! For the first three Day’s. MANDATORY.
· Keep the bird on your normal regular schedule. Don’t change your routine during these first 3 months. It’s not recommended that once you arrive home every time that you let the bird out of the cage. It known’s your home, just check in on him or her say hi , and spend a bit of time unwinding. About 15 minutes before you go talk to the bird.

· It’s recommended to wait 30 seconds to one minute before you open the cage door.

· Don’t come running every time it cries or screams. Remember the Pavlov theory. ( You train the bird. Don’t let the bird train you.)

· *The recommended time of acclimation BONDING  periods are;  15 days for  small birds i.e.;( Finches’ canaries, Parakeet’s, & Cockatiels). For medium parrots such as (conure’s, Quaker’s  &  Mini Macaws & any Amazon’s Medium& Small Cockatoo’s , lesser sulphur crested and Goffin Cockatoo’s &  All African Greys 25-30 days) For Medium to  large bird’s such as ; (Greater Sulfur Crested Cockatoo’s, Umbrella Cockatoos’& Moluccan Cockatoo’s . A minimum of 30 day’s  to  40 Day’s.) Some Medium to large birds may be a wild captured bird. * If this is bird has a rounded quarantined band on it. It may already be as old as 30 years old and may need an expanded acclamation time. Up to a year or more. 
· Behavior issues: They may be extremely loud when calling. If proper boundaries are not set this behavior can get out of control. Neglected cockatoos, or those receiving diminished attention from their owners, can be extremely aggressive. Many cockatoos become unpredictable during sexual maturity. 
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· For Ma Caws ;30-45 day’s minimum in your Bedroom. This is a very important trust and bonding tine for all birds.

· The primary care provider should not show any affection toward a human of the opposite sex within the first three days. So please use a dark blanket to cover the cage and let the bird fall asleep first for at least 15-30 minutes before you do, for these first three days.

· When introducing the bird to the main living quarters. If there are any other birds in the house, it’s recommended that the birds be housed across the room catty cornered from each other for the first 5 days.

· Always give the new bird attention first, including feeding it treats.

· After one week the cage can be placed on the same wall as the current bird, but still as far away as possible. And out of the way of any major traffic zones. After five days , you can slowly move the cage’s closer towards the current bird.

· It’s recommended not to introduce the new birds for at least 24 hours. 
· And upon letting the bird out . NEVER let any new bird walk on another bird’s cage. This will prevent a loss toes. And may tarnish the trust relationship between these  birds. And possibly you too. ( Some birds are cage territorial without you expecting it until it’s too late.)
· If you give one bird affection for any length of time. Don’t forget jealously. You must give equal affection to both birds especially while in view of each other.
· And once again don’t forget the Pavlov theory. No positive reinforcement for a negative action. Birds are as loud as their environment.
· Don’t forget that birds are also hypersensitive. Watch your emotions, language and behavior , especially during the first three weeks. Remember there two year old humans with feathers and beaks.
· In most case’s aggression problems can be solved with a beak, wing’s and nail clipping.
· *** Please never feed a bird Avocado, chocolate, any food with M.S.G. or cook  with Teflon. Or use Oven cleaner foam. These  foods and fumes are toxic . And will undoubtedly harm your bird!
· Please read the educational material included. And return them back to B.E.B.S.O. INC WITHIN 30 DAYS.
